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Whether we call it stuffing, 

dressing, or filling, this staple 

of the traditional Thanksgiving 

feast is the most savored side 

dish served each November 

with the classic turkey dinner. 

According to one 2019 survey 

conducted by YouGov, 

stuffing was chosen as the most popular of all Thanksgiving fixings, 

with mashed potatoes coming in at a very close second.

What this side dish is called and the ingredients it contains is 

primarily based upon the region in which it is prepared and served. 

In the northern United States, for example, it is called “stuffing” and 

is made with white or brown bread. (Sourdough is often used on the 

west coast.) Southerners usually opt for a cornbread base and refer 

to it as “dressing.” Folks in Pennsylvania Dutch country like to use 

potatoes as the main ingredient and call it “filling.” While opinions 

about what the dish should be called vary, there is widespread 

agreement about this: Thanksgiving dinner would not be complete 

without it.

It seems that no one really knows for sure where or when stuffing 

originated. But written records of this classic Thanksgiving side dish 

date back to 1836 Massachusetts, when a piece in the 

New-Bedford Mercury described the traditional holiday meal as 

including “turkeys, geese, and chickens… stuffed and roasted for 

the occasion.” 

In more general terms, the practice of stuffing animals for cooking 

can be traced to the Middle Ages. The earliest documentary 

evidence is found in a collection of Roman cookery recipes, titled 

Apicius de re Coquinaria, which was compiled around the first 

century AD.
